While at an art show in South Florida, a married couple saw Atlantis on display
and loved it. But they had a problem: Their modern Florida condo had extremely
high ceilings and narrow walls A single canvas

show, the couple emailed us to see what Scott
could do with their space based on Atlantis.

The evolution of the
artwork didn’t stop there.
An interior designer had
already chosen the colors
and fabrics for a bedroom
but hadn't yet found
artwork that worked for his
décor. He saw A Day in
Manhattan and
envisioned the top two
panels as a horizontal
piece. Scott took this
direction; and using
samples of color swatches
and fabric samples from
the room, he created the
next stage in the evolution,
Morning Inspiration.
